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Eight years after, Jawdat Haydar enters the Library of Alexandria where a commemoration is held
today. The Ancient Library of Alexandria, was one of the largest and most significant libraries of the
ancient world. It was dedicated to the Muses, the nine goddesses of the arts.

It is a fitting place for a poet and philosopher who " lived an intense life full to the brim, yet he was
not merely content to experience, suffer, and enjoy. He sought to understand, analyze, and find
solutions. He could be characterized as a civic poet who sought to express contemporary political
and social ideas in poetry. | prefer to characterize him as a poet and philosopher.
